Systems to Provide Loans for Households Affected by COVID-19

Households who have lost their jobs or whose earnings have been reduced due to the COVID-19 pandemic can borrow
money necessary for their livelihood. This is an interest-free loan for money to support daily life. The same amount of money
borrowed must be paid back. Even though the first applications for the loans were accepted until the end of March, additional

applications are being accepted until the end of June.
